Jim Parady begins his 19th sea-
son, as the head football coach at 
Marist College and in the process 
becomes the longest tenured 
coach in the varsity program's 30-
year history. Parady is already the 
winningest coach with 99 wins his 
19 seasons and has helped to 
make Marist a force to be reck-
oned with at the I-AA level. During 
his tenure, Parady has coached 
conference championship teams, 
and has had student-athletes ex-
cel both on and off of the playing 
field. 

Parady has been at the helm of 
the Marist football program for 19 
seasons which includes three 
Conference titles and Two Coach 
of the Year Awards. In its first year 
as a member of the MAAC     
Football League Parady led the 
Red Foxes to a 6-1 mark against 
league opponents, and earned the 
conference title. Again in 2006 and 
2007 Parady led his troops to the 
Conference Title. The Marist  
Football Team began play in the 
Pioneer Football League in 2009.
