General Policies and Program Information 

1. Practice: 

· Begins on August 1st  at the Tony Williams Park on South Riverside Road. 

· Except for lightning, floods, or coach’s discretion, we DO play/practice in foul weather.

· The practice schedule  will be as follows:

· CHEER:
· From 8/1 to 8/12 - Monday through Friday 6pm to 8pm (to get their hours of conditioning in).
· From 8/15 to 9/2 - Monday, Wednesday, and Friday.
· 9/6 to end of season - Monday, Wednesday, and Friday at the Elementary school.
· TACKLE / TINY MITES:
· From 8/1 to 8/12 - Monday through Friday 6pm to 8pm (to get their hours of conditioning in).
· From 8/15 to 9/2 - Monday, Wednesday, and Friday.
· 9/6 to end of season - Monday, Wednesday, and Friday (6pm to 7:30pm).
2. Games:
· For 2011, our first game might start Labor Day Weekend we usually start the weekend after Labor Day.

·  Tiny Mite/Mitey Mite divisions will end about the 3rd wk. of October,

·  Other football divisions will end in the beginning of November. 

· Any teams/squads eligible for post-season play/competitions may alter this schedule.

· We DO travel to play other townships to compete in competitions.

3. Registration Fees:
· Registration fees must be paid upon registration, unless prior arrangements have been made.

· All registration fees MUST be paid in full by 8/12/2011 – participant will not be able to play in a game until it is paid. This is so we can order the equipment needed for your child’s games
4. Refunds:

· A simple written request must be submitted by the parent/guardian and any equipment Issued must be returned before any refunds will be distributed, if the player has any equipment ordered (Jersey, socks, sneakers etc) that cost will be deducted from the registration fee.
· If there are not enough players for your child’s division, 100% of the registration fee will be refunded.

· If a player resigns at any time during the first week of practice, 90% of the registration fee will be refunded.

· If a player resigns at any time during the second week of practice, 75% of the registration fee will be refunded.

· No refunds will be given to any player who resigns after the second week.
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5. Mandatory Paperwork:

· In order for your son/daughter to begin practice, we must have all paperwork mandated by the National Pop Warner Organization. NO ONE WILL BE PERMITTED TO PRACTICE UNTIL ALL PAPERWORK IS CORRECTLY SUBMITTED.

·  This will include:

·  A signed medical form that we provide, if a physician does not sign form, form must be stamped by the medical facility. Your child CANNOT practice without this.
· Copy of a STATE issued birth certificate (HOSPITAL ISSUED BIRTH CERTIFICATES WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.)

· Copy of ALL pages issued by your respective school district of your child’s entire end of school report card. Pop Warner is a scholastic based organization.

6. Equipment:

· This program issues the necessary equipment for your child to participate. The equipment issued goes as follows:

· Tackle/Tiny Mite Football 

· Helmet, Shoulder pads, Jersey (with name on back), Rib Pads, Pants with pads.

· You provide: Cleats, Supporter, and Mouth Guards

· Items returned at the end of the season: Helmet, Shoulder pads, Rib Pads, Pants with pads. (Cleaned if possible)

· Cheerleading:

· Uniform, Sneakers, bloomers, Turtleneck, socks, Hair Bows

· Items returned at the end of the season: Uniform (Cleaned if possible)
7. Grievance Policy:

· If you feel that a coach, member of the league, a game official, or an opposing coach is performing in an inappropriate manner, we recommend these steps:

· Talk to the team head coach. Often a misunderstanding of the rules governing Pop Warner and our league can be clarified. If necessary, the head coach may lodge complaints about league officials or opposing coaches.
· If further action is warranted, the head coach will contact President of the association for the Football teams and Cheer Coordinator for the cheer teams and a group discussion may be arranged.
· The Mid-Hudson Conference by policy refers all complaints to the league for handling before taking any action of it own.
